What to do with your 5 – 6.5” X 42” strips?
(This is the pattern for 6 Nine Squares made into a Kissing Disappearing Nine Patch or                                                 Marching Disappearing Nine Patch)
Material : 
5 strips of 6 ½ “ X 42” from our quilting guild game  



From your stash



    3 strips of 6 ½ “ X 42” 

    *2 - 3 ¼ " X 6 ½ " any pattern

    *1 - 6 ½ " square  another pattern

    6 ½ “ X 42” of solid color to coordinate (middle square)

    *3 ¼ square of your solid color

    (*material for the 25th unit)


If you want to change up this pattern we are working with 50 squares 


and 7 solid square for middle square.  Squares can be any size so charms 


work great for this making a really scrappy look. Quit just end up smaller. 

Take each of your 9 strips and cut into six 6 ½  inch squares - you will have 6 squares per pattern.
Once you have  – 6 ½ inch pieces of 9 different materials you can put them together in a nine patch.   Put our solid square in the middle.   Make all your patches exactly the same.  


Now Cut your nine square units in half one way and then in half the other way.   

You now have 4 units - I haven't labeled them, but it is important for each pattern to place your small solid square correctly and then use your eye to position the other colors connected to that solid square.


You have to make one unit for the final unit in this quit.  That is made by putting your  * materials together like one of the units above.  Unit E below.
You can label your unit like this and follow the diagrams below.  If you don't follow the diagram on this pattern, just remember to have your center squares in the correct place and use your eye to arrange.
